The concept of vacation - saving up

In 2006, the Vestry voted on Phase One priorities for improving 
church facilities based on needs consistent with our mission of 
nourishing faith for children and youth, serving the parish and wider 
Vienna community. 

The Phase One Plan includes modernizing or expanding 
educational areas, classrooms, restrooms and storage. In addition the 
plan would add a new nursery, additional church offices, main level 
restrooms and a gathering space for at least 100 people (designed for 
future expansion into a full Ministry Center) and fifty additional 
parking spaces 

In January 2007 the Vestry approved the building committee 
recommendation of Michael T. Foster Associates, who has 
performed work for St. Albans and Falls Church Episcopal, and 
who is very experienced in Fairfax County. Then in February 2007 
the Building Committee made two presentations regarding the 
facility improvement priorities, phase one program, architect 
selection, and next steps, and responded to parish questions and 
comments. The Vestry approved the building committee to 
negotiate a contract for architectural services in March and 
negotiations are in progress 

Next Steps:  
·     Hire the architect, develop concept plans and verify cost 

estimates 
·     Present preliminary conceptual drawings to parish 
·     Solicit feedback on concept plan 
·     Once plan is approved, begin fundraising

Major organizations working toward the 
Millennium Development Goals are urging that the bill 
be revised to strengthen nutrition assistance, focus on 
farm families rather than large producers, and support 
the efforts of small-scale farmers in poor countries. 

Commodity support payments made to very large 
producers of a few crops have the effect of reducing 
both the domestic and world price. Oxfam America 
tells us that US cotton subsidies lower the world price 
of cotton by about 10 percent. Millions of poor 
farmers in Africa grow cotton, struggling to survive on 
less than $1 a day. Lower commodity subsidies in the 
US would mean better prices for African farmers. In 
the long run, African cotton farmers would have a 
better chance of making a decent living.
