Transformations:

Pentecost and the Gift of the
Spirit

Alan Jones, Dean of Grace Episcopal Cathedral
in San Francisco, once said, “only a fool would
pray for the Holy Spirit” and then went on to say
“only fools for Christ do.” To ask for the Holy
Spirit may indeed be a dangerous thing—
dangerous in the sense that we might find
ourselves drawn by an “irresistible wind” moving
us to live more faithfully in the way of Jesus.

This month we will celebrate the Feast of
Pentecost on Sunday May 11th. It is a high feast
day for our parish, which includes the rites of
initiation, and empowerment for ministry.
Bishop Jones, Suffragan Bishop of Virginia, will
be our celebrant and preacher for the day. If you
have a desire to renew your baptismal vows and
pray for a greater receptivity to God’s gracious
Spirit in your life, I invite you to join us for our
final Adult Formation Classes in preparation for
the Day of Pentecost.

One other important event this month is the
Sursum Corda gathering scheduled for Saturday,
May 31 from 9:45 to noon in McGill Hall. This
gathering is an opportunity for those involved in
various ministries of the parish and those who
would like to learn more to gather for learning,
conversation, and encouragement. Our focus for
May 31 will be on practices of mission, witness,
and justice at Holy Comforter. Over the years
Holy Comforter has demonstrated a
commitment to reaching out and we have done
much good. But many would agree that our
work has been spread out over so large a number
of worthy projects that even our most
committed members cannot give a specific
description of what it is we actually do when it
comes to mission. We've done much good, but
have we been as effective as our hearts tell us we
can be?

Part of our parish rhythm of life is to connect
people with opportunities to make a difference
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in the world, to engage God’s mission with
hands-on participation. We also want to engage
God’s mission with the best leverage of our
financial resources. When we have a
multiplication of projects it means limited
monetary grants for those projects and this
makes for less impact. It also means more
difficulty in communicating to parishioners what
Holy Comforter’s actual focus for mission is.

What might develop if we organized a team
approach to mission, which included members
of our current Mission Committee, the Peace
and Justice task force, and ECW/Pennywise in
an effort to collaborate and focus on a fewer
number of projects that would more readily
deploy our greatest resource—the people of
Holy Comforter? These are questions | want to
raise on May 31st and | hope you will join me for
the conversation.

One final and joyful announcement: | have
called, with Vestry approval, Mrs. Elizabeth
(Libby) Gibson to join our clergy team beginning
July 1, 2008.

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Vestry Meeting: APRIL 10, 2008

Opening:

Father Rick opened the meeting with a
reading from Luke 5:4-10 followed by a
time of meditation and dialogue on
dwelling together in the Word. He
followed with the opening prayer.

New Business:

Father Rick introduced to the Vestry,
Mrs. Elizabeth (Libby) Gibson, a
nominee for the position of Assistant to
the Rector. He brought her forward to
the Vestry after a lengthy process of
interviewing potential candidates to join
the clergy to fill the position left open
with the departure of Father Lou. Mrs.
Gibson, a recent graduate of VTS who
holds a Doctor of Philosophy, Religious
Studies and a Master of Arts, Religious
Studies from the University of Virginia
has a lengthy resume of dedicated service
in the area of lay ministry; serving youth,
adult education, pastoral care and
mission. Her field studies while at VTS
have primarily been in the area of
Christian Education and Mission.

The Vestry heard reports from the
treasurers of the ECW and the Altar
Guild concerning their organization’s
financial status and how they monitor
and track their income and expenditures
on a monthly and annual basis. Both
reports were detailed and informative,
which helped the Vestry to better
understand the financial dealings of these
organizations. Each month the Vestry
will invite two organizations to present a
treasurer’s report so they can continue to
better understand the overall financial
health of the parish. The Vestry thanks
the ECW and the Altar Guild treasurers
for their time to provide these important
reports and for their dedicated service to
these organizations and the church.

Nominations and the election of lay
delegates and alternates to this year’s
diocesan council were held. This year’s
delegates are Dabney Hart, Karen Kucik
and Randy McGuire. The alternates are
Denis McMullan, Harry Hargrove and
Don Webster.

Mother Susan asked for Vestry approval
of this year’s proposed senior high
mission trip. She reported that the Holy

Comforter Youth Council is proposing a
9 day trip to Copan, Honduras to
support our sister parish, Iglesia Espiritu
Santo, Santa Rita. The trip is currently
planned for July 21-30. They plan to take
10-12 youth accompanied by 5-6 adults
who will be led by Grey and Monica
Maggiano. The youth plan to raise
$8,000.00 to support this trip. The
Vestry approved Mother Susan’s
proposal for this senior high mission
trip.

Vestry Updates and Reports:

Stewardship - Through April 3rd we
have 379 pledges totaling $1,040,451.
This is $82,749 below our 2008 budget
of $1,123,200.

Building and Grounds— Andrew
Eastman reported that he has received
bids from three lawn services and is now
in final negotiations with them for our
new lawn service contract. It is estimated
that the cost to the church for this
service will be around $17,000.00. The
Committee continues to look into the
problem with erosion at the Labyrinth. It
has been determined that the major
cause of the problem is not with the
outlet pipe as previously thought but
from runoff from the parking lot. This
presents a problem of how to divert the
water from the parking lot away from
the Labyrinth. The Committee is looking
into possible solutions for this problem.

Veestry Person of the Month— Bob
Picardi reported that April was a busy
month with Holy Week and Easter.
There were two funerals held and eight
baptisms during the month, and he sent
out six cards (condolences to those
grieving and greetings to newcomers).

Parish Administrator’s Report— As
part of her report, Frankie Stahlhut
distributed a list of the last three-month
look at the income balances of various
organizations within the church. She
reported that she is working with the
Building & Grounds Committee to
obtain bids from property management
companies to tend to miscellaneous
repairs that can’t wait for volunteer help
to fix or must be done by professionals,
for example, plumbing, electrical, etc.

Lou’s departure, Chris Anderson,
Communications Director and Web site
administrator, has resigned to pursue
graduate studies and to continue with
her writing. Absent these two positions
the staff is adjusting as well as they can
until the necessary replacements can be
found. In the meantime Katherine Hutt
is picking up the eNews, bulletin insert
and Comfortable Word but the website
is currently not being covered. The
Vestry asks if you have a background in
communications and have an interest in
this work to please contact Frankie.

Finance - Jay Creswell reported on
what effects the departure of Father Lou
and Chris Anderson, along with the
hiring of new staff to these positions,
may have on the current budget and how
it might be adjusted to reflect these
changes. This will be further looked at as
part of the mid-year budget review to be
held in June.

Treasurer’s Report— Peggy Miller
reported that partially because March
was a five-Sunday month and receipt of
prior months’ pledge contributions with
the inception of the electronic bank
transfer option, total income was higher
then anticipated at $147,955, which is
$32,898 ahead of budget. Pledge receipts
for the month were $118,549, which is
$33,898 ahead of budget. Total income
YTD is $323,011 and expenses YTD are
$289,818, for a net income YTD of
$33,192. This was indeed good news on
the financial front, one that we pray is a
trend that will continue forward.

Communications - Jane Schmiedekamp
reported on proposed signage that the
communications committee is working
on to help better identify areas within
the church. She also gave a brief report
on Holy Comforter’s upcoming
participation at “Viva Vienna” and what
they’re working on to promote the
church and its many ministries, to the
community, in the form of handouts and
displays for this event.

Policy and Planning - Phil Jones gave a
brief report on the preliminary feasibility
study of our land and the potential
income that it might generate if it were
to be subdivided and sold. Given the late
